Benchmark 1:  Recognizes that accurate and comprehensive information is the basis for intelligent decision-making.




Indicators:

1. Identifies parts of a book to gather information.  (I)

Benchmark 2: 
 Formulates questions based on information needs.



Indicators:  

1. Formulates broad questions with prompting.  (I)

Benchmark 3:  Identifies a variety of potential sources of information.



Indicators:  

1. Recognizes information that is appropriate to the task, e.g. fiction and nonfiction.  (I)

Benchmark 4:  Develops and uses successful strategies for locating information.                                      




Indicators:  

1. Locates the library media center independently and identifies sections.  (I)

Standard 2:  The student who is information literate evaluates information critically and competently.

Benchmark 1:
 Distinguishes among fact, point of view, and opinion.




Indicators:    

1. Determines point of view.  (e.g. Who is telling the story) (I)

Benchmark 2:
 Applies information to critical thinking and problem solving.



Indicators:  

1. Applies problem-solving strategies in a 

group setting.  (I)

Benchmark 3:
Produces and communicates information and ideas in appropriate formats.

Indicators: 

1. Identifies various formats to share information.  (I)

Standard 3:  The student who is an independent learner is information literate and pursues information related to personal interests.

Benchmark 1:  Seeks information related to various dimensions of personal well being, such as career interests, community involvement, health matters, and recreational pursuits.


Indicators:

1.  Explores a range of sources related to personal interest

     and well-being.  (I)

Standard 4:  The student who is an independent learner is information literate and appreciates literature and other creative expressions of information.



Benchmark 1:  Is a competent and self-motivated reader.




Indicators:

1. Identifies characteristics of various types of fiction and nonfiction. (I)

Benchmark 2:  Derives meaning from information presented creatively in a variety of formats.



Indicators:

1. Recognizes and derives meaning from various formats.  (I)

Standard 5:  The student who contributes positively to the learning community and to society is information literate and recognizes the importance of information to a democratic society.

Benchmark 1:  Seeks information from various sources that represent diversity and culture.     



Indicators:

1. Accesses and uses a library to locate and read various materials that represent diversity and culture.  (I)

Benchmark 2:  Respects the principle of equitable access to information.

Indicators:

1. Checks out materials without assistance and returns materials on time.  (I)

Benchmark 3:  Demonstrates proper use of electronic information, including network protocol, user privacy, and computer etiquette.




Indicators:

1. Uses equipment with minimal guidance for purposes intended and leaves it in good working order.  (I)
