Raymond R. Rokey spent his life maximizing opportunities and giving - giving his best effort in all of his endeavors, giving his cheerful demeanor to those around him, giving his time to be part of community service activities, and giving his life so that others could enjoy theirs.  

Ray grew up in the Sabetha area and worked his way through high school pioneering as the first in his family to attend high school and, again, the first to attend college, blazing the way for numerous cousins and double cousins from his extended family.  He earned positions on the Kansas State football and baseball teams, worked diligently throughout his underclass years on campus, and was elected by his peers to not only captain his teams but to be a class officer his junior and senior years and a member of the Kansas State Student Council.  

Earning academic honors in college through his stellar work ethic, coupled with his myriad athletic and community service accomplishments,  and earning a degree in three years, earned Ray a commission as a second lieutenant in the Regular Army.  He served with valor in World War II rising to the rank of Captain before being killed in action in Europe.  Ray left behind a legacy of true American Heroism  - he possessed integrity, an inherent desire for duty, accomplishment and civic service and the selflessness to put the needs of others before his own.

Ray Rokey exemplified scholarship, athleticism and leadership throughout his life; similarly, the recipient of the Ray Rokey Memorial Scholarship should encompass the same values and characteristics.

	The Scholarship:
I. A $5,000.00 scholarship will be awarded annually ad infinitum, beginning with the Class of 2004 to a Sabetha High School Senior who excels in athletic competition, achieves high academic standing in the classroom and demonstrates leadership in school and community social activities.

II.  Scholarship Criteria:  The scholarship will three tiered:  Athletics, Academics and Activities:


A.  Athletics:  Competition may be single, dual or triple sports.  Excellence in any or all to be considered.


B.  Academics:  Criteria to include classroom standing, course load, hardcore subjects and GPA based on the above criteria.


C.  Activities:  The applicant should demonstrate leadership on the campus and in the community, e.g., class and club officer, club memberships, leadership in the community social fabric.

III. Eligibility:  Any eligible male or female student of the graduating class of Sabetha High School is eligible.

IV.  Selection Committee:  A three-person committee will be made up of these faculty members:  School Principal (chairman), Guidance Counselor and Activities Director.

V. Scholarship Applicants:  Students competing

for the scholarship should have their names and qualifications in to the guidance counselor’s office on or before April 1 of the academic school year 

VI.  Financial: The award will be made annually from funds the donor has deposited in the USD 441 Foundation account.

Twenty-five Hundred dollars will be paid each semester only for two contiguous semesters at a certified four-year institution of higher learning.  Funds will be paid to the student institution attended.

Restrictions:

In the event Sabetha High School is closed or removed to a location not in connection with Sabetha, Kansas, the donor may designate new applicants qualifying for the scholarship.

There should be no suggestion or evidence of religious racial or ethnic bias in the selection process.
