Standard 1:
The student of drama appreciates theatrical history and forms.

Benchmark 1:   The student of drama will understand and use the relationship between theatre and history.

Indicators:




1.  Be able to understand stylistic differences in historical periods.

2. Be able to understand the elements that comprise theatrical style.

3. Be able to understand the role of theater in modern times

4. Be able to understand plays in the context of their historical times.

5. Be able to understand the general history of the theatre.

Benchmark 2:  The student of drama will understand and appreciate the various kinds of dramatic structure.

Indicators:


1. Be able to understand the basic elements of a play, such as plot,

     character, theme, conflict, resolution, and dialogue.

2. Be able to identify and/of compare the characteristics between tragedy, comedy, farce, drama, musical, and mystery.

Standard 2:
The student of drama appreciates interdependence of production elements and performance skills.

Benchmark 1:  The student of drama uses knowledge of production elements in staging and in technical areas such as lighting, make-up, costuming, set construction and sound.

Indicators:


1.  Be able to identify kinds of stages, and stage areas.

2. Be able to identify the technical elements of a stage production

Benchmark 2:
The student of drama demonstrates performance skills.

Indicators:


1.  Be able to use techniques for developing imagination.

2. Be able to create a character using various physical and vocal techniques.

3. Be able to use various methods of acting.

4. Be able to demonstrate active participation in individual and team theatrical activities.

5. Be able to demonstrate body awardees and spatial perception through creative activities.

6. Be able to participate in a solo performance, group  performance, improvisational performance and/or a memorized performance.

7. Be able to understand and manage stage fright.

8. Be able to use stage directions.

9. Be able to demonstrate stage movement.
