Standard 1:  The student uses skills in alphabetics to construct meaning from text.


Benchmark 1:  The student expands vocabulary.

Indicators:

1. Determines the meaning of words through structural analysis, using knowledge of ▲Greek, ▲Latin, and ▲Anglo-Saxon ▲roots, ▲prefixes, and ▲suffixes to understand complex words, including words in science, mathematics, and social studies.  

2. (Roots: antyhrop, elli, brev, cred, culpa, derm, duc/duct, ego, fac, jud/jur/jus, louc/lum, mega, ocu, ortho, poly, rect, the/theo, urb, vac, vir, grade-appropriate base words) (M)

3. Identifies and determines the meaning of figurative language, including ▲similies, ▲methaphors, ▲analogies ▲hyperbole, ▲onomatopoeia, ▲personification, ▲idioms, ▲imagery, and ▲symbolism. (D)

4. Distinguishes word connotations and word denotations.  (M)

Benchmark 2:  The student comprehends a variety of texts (narrative, expository, technical, and persuasive.

Indicators:

1. Uses prior knowledge, content, and text type features to make, revise, and confirm predictions. (e.g. discussion, graphic organizers, book walk)  (D)

2. Generate and responds logically to literal, inferential, evaluating, synthesizing, and critical thinking questions before, during, and after reading the text. (D)

3. Uses information from the text to make inferences and draw conclusions. (M)

4. Analyzes and evaluates how text structure (e.g., sequence, problem-solution, comparison-contrast, description, cause-effect) helps support comprehension of appropriate grade level text.  (M)
