Benchmark 3: 
  Productive/Presentation Communication.  The student conveys information, concepts and ideas to listeners and readers for a variety of purposes.





Indicator:

1. Presents and contributes basic information, ideas and concepts for a variety of purposes. (I)

Standard 2:

Benchmark 1:  The student demonstrates an understanding of the relationship between the practices and perspectives of the target language culture.




Indicator:

1. Appreciates the similarities among various cultures. (e.g. history, music, education, art, daily life, foods, gestures, economics, political systems)  (M)

3. Demonstrates a respect for various culture practices. (M)
