Benchmark 1:
 The student reinforces and furthers knowledge of other disciplines through foreign languages. 





Indicator:

1. Gains knowledge of other disciplines through practice of the foreign language. (M)

2. Applies knowledge to and from other disciplines. (M)

Benchmark 2:
 The student uses authentic materials in the foreign language and within the culture to acquire information and perspectives.




Indicator:

1. Extracts information from sources intended for native speakers. (D)

2. Uses authentic sources to identify the perspectives of the target culture with minimal guidance. (D)

3. Researches and understands information from the sources intended for native speakers. (D)

1. Identifies the sound patterns of a variety of dialects in the target language. (M)
